He had also spent some years in the U.S.A. and
Honolulu, and toured as a guitarist with a musical
show in the U.S.A.

This family collection of cartoons, bequeathed by
Tom Midwood's son, mainly depict colleagues, members
of his household and local Hobart characters. Most
were identified by the donor, Mr. E. Midwood.

Buff Scott, a very popular gentleman of Hobart. n.d.

W. Watchorn, merchant, Elizabeth St., Hobart. Senior
Partner in the firm of Watchorn Bros. n.d.

A Civil Servant, Public Works Department. n.d.

Bruce Hood. Very fond of singing songs at Parties,
his favourite being Egypt.
